

Club Budget Allocations


	For the year 2009-2010 over $70,000 has been requested by clubs and organizations. Treasurer John Osborne and the members of the Budget committee (Robert Forman, Cat Uphoff, Theresa Doll, and SG President Jon Ellington) have found it an especially difficult year in allocating club funds. Only $30,000 is currently available in the student government budget. We have decided the best allocation method is as followed:   


Supplies- 	Club supplies are defined as items used to run the club/organization’s general operations. Any supplies needed for an event, giveaway, or any special activity shall be requested by a “Grant Request” and under the programs line.

	Office supplies, art supplies, and crafts supplies shall be purchased by SG and stored within the clubs and organizations room in the CAC. Clubs may make a request to the SG Treasurer for additional or specific items to be purchased. This will prevent multiples of the same items being purchased by multiple clubs. 

	Student Government will assist in the advertising of clubs/organizations events. This will prevent unneeded wasted promotion materials and reach a far greater number of students. Promotions should be coordinated though the marketing director of SG. 

Refreshments- 	For the 2009-2010 year, clubs shall receive an initial allocation of $150 for refreshments; this will serve only as an initial allocation and additional funds are reserved for additional refreshment allocations. Additional funds for refreshments will be granted by the Budget Committee at such time needed. Additional funds will require club participation in SG sponsored events, training, and will require sign in sheets for club meeting/events to be properly turned into SG leadership. (Vice-President or Treasurer)

Banquet-	Funds for banquets shall be requested by a “Grant Request” and presented to the Budget Committee no later than 4 week prior to the event.

Showcase-	For the 2009-2010 year, clubs shall receive an initial allocation of $50 ($25 fall/$25 spring) for Get-on-board-day. Many organizations will be involved in Get-on-Board-Day; proper planning will be needed to insure organizations do not overlap in their planning. Coordinate with the VP of Student Government to learn how your club can receive additional funding for this day.

Programs-	Programs are the most important activity any club can be involved in. These programs should account for over 60% of the money spent by a club; running programs are why clubs exist. All funds for programs will require a “Grant Request” submitted to the Budget Committee about 4 weeks prior to the event. This will insure activities of clubs and organizations programs are known to student government, all other clubs/organizations, and the entire student body.

Equipment-	Equipment shall be requested by a “Grant Request.” Equipment shall be available for all clubs/organization use and shall belong to Student Government.
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
